It’s important to line up the magnets and check for polarization of the magnets. I placed 
the ones in Jesus first, and then I laid Jesus where I thought would look best and drew 
lines/dots matching the magnets on the back of Jesus to the cross and then drilled. I 
checked the polarization of the magnets before I glued them into the cross.
